SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 750 would require the Commissioner of Buildings to order the respondent in a proceeding before the environmental control board to enforce compliance with the building code to correct major and lesser violations within 30 days from the date of the order and correct immediately hazardous violations forthwith. The Department of Buildings (DOB) would also be required to publish a report on the time elapsed to correct violations enforced by DOB in certain residential buildings, including information such as the number of days from the issuance of the notice of violation to when the correction was accepted by DOB and whether the violation remained uncorrected for more than 6 months. Additionally, this bill would require building owners to submit additional documentation to DOB when seeking to demolish a building. Finally, this bill would authorize DOB to deny a certificate of no harassment under the Certification of No Harassment program if there has been a finding that there has been an order of correction of a housing maintenance code violation, and would prohibit DOB from holding an administrative hearing to determine harassment where an order of correction of housing maintenance code violation has been issued.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

 
IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation because the agencies could utilize existing resources to fulfill the legislation’s requirements. Based on the Council’s analysis of current operations, the agencies’ budgets, and what would be additionally required under this legislation, the Council estimates that no additional funding would be required. This differs from OMB’s estimate of the legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditure as their estimate includes funding to staff an entire new office at DOB which the Council does not feel is needed based on the limited scope of the legislation.
