	AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the city of New York to replace body armor worn by emergency services personnel every five years




I. BACKGROUND
On May 19, 2026, the Committee on Governmental Operations, State and Federal Legislation, chaired by Council Member Gale Brewer, held a vote on Preconsidered SLR 20, State Legislation Resolution requesting the New York State Legislature to pass bills introduced by Senator Jackson, S.10186., and Assembly Member Pheffer Amato, A.79, “AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the city of New York to replace body armor worn by emergency services personnel every five years.” Preconsidered SLR 20 passed with 5 votes in the affirmative, 0 vote in the negative, and 0 abstentions.
II. PROPOSED LEGISLATION
This proposed State legislation would amend section 15-148 of the Administrative Code to require that body armor be replaced every five years. This generally aligns with recommendations of the National Institute of Justice, which recommends that ballistic gear be replaced every five years to ensure that vest materials do not degrade and continue to provide effective protection.
