Justification:
There is a housing development trend where we see the construction of bedrooms with smaller dimensions to produce a higher number of housing units overall. While more housing units are needed to address New York City’s housing crisis, the city must ensure that families are able to live within those future housing units comfortably. This bill would raise the minimum size for newly-constructed bedrooms and living rooms to one hundred ten square feet and have dimensions of at least ten feet.
