Summary of Legislation:  The proposed local law would amend Sections 24-203 and 24-228 of the New York City Environmental Protection Code (Title 24 of the Administrative Code).  The proposed local law would amend Section 24-228, which prohibits the creation of unreasonable noise near schools, courts and hospitals, by adding nursing homes as an additional location adjacent to which unreasonable noise is prohibited.  The proposed law also would amend Section 24-203 by adding a definition of nursing home.
