IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on the City’s revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation, as it assumes full compliance from sellers of covered goods and services.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that the enactment of this legislation would require an additional $254,734 annually for the Department of Consumer and Worker Protection (DCWP).  This would fund an additional attorney, investigator, and IT specialist, including fringe costs, to ensure compliance with the requirements of the legislation. For Fiscal 2027, the pro-rated cost is estimated to be $169,822.
