Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to construction of ancillary dwelling units

Bill Summary:

[bookmark: _GoBack]This bill would require the Department of Environmental Protection (“DEP”), in consultation with the Department of Buildings (“DOB”), to promulgate rules creating an interim 10-year and 100-year rainfall flood risk area map. This bill would require such map to be updated before January 1, 2028 and be posted on DEP’s website. This bill would also amend the definition of “flood hazard area” to include ancillary dwelling units (“ADU”) constructed in basements or cellars or constructed in rainfall flood risk areas and coastal flood risk areas as identified by DEP. Additionally, this bill would set forth eligibility and design requirements for ADUs in one- or two-family dwellings, including but not limited to number of entrances and windows, lighting and ventilation, ceiling height, utilities, and fire protection systems.  

Effective Date:
On the same date that a local law of the city of New York for the year 2024, amending the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to a pilot program to convert existing basement or cellar apartments to habitable dwelling units, takes effect
