Preimplantation Genetic Testing for Aneuploidy is an essential screening tool that can significantly reduce miscarriage rates and shorten the time to pregnancy by identifying euploid embryos. This type of testing reduces the physical, emotional, and financial toll of IVF for prospective parents by increasing success rates and decreasing the likelihood of miscarriage. Because it can shorten the duration of IVF treatment, it can also be considered a cost-saving measure.
Despite these benefits, insurance plans covering city employees continue to classify PGTA testing as nonessential, forcing prospective parents to either forgo testing or pay substantial out-of-pocket costs. This places unnecessary burdens on families and often increases the overall cost of IVF for all parties involved, including insurers themselves.
We are calling on the State to pass legislation requiring coverage of PGTA testing for all city employees. This will encourage greater utilization of PGTA, making IVF procedures more effective and less costly.
