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TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to the employment of hearing examiners by a parking violations bureau in the city of New York

BACKGROUND

This legislation would amend Section 236 of the Vehicle and Traffic Law, dealing with the personnel who compose the New York City Parking Violations Bureau.  Under the existing law, the Motor Vehicle Commissioner shall appoint supervising hearing officers not to exceed six in number as well as senior hearing examiners, not to exceed six in number.  The statute requires supervising hearing officers to have been admitted to practice law in New York State for at least seven years and senior hearing examiners to have been admitted to practice law in New York State for at least six years.  The existing law also authorizes the Commissioner to appoint hearing examiners, who shall have been admitted to practice law in New York State for five years prior to their appointment.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:


The proposed legislation would exempt New York City from the requirement that individuals performing these duties be admitted to practice law.  The proposed legislation authorizes the Commissioner to appoint one chief hearing officer and managing hearing examiners, in addition to hearing examiners.  All titles covered under the proposed legislation would be employed by and on the payroll of the city of New York.  


The proposed legislation would also exempt those who are hired as hearing examiners from being city residents, provided they agree to pay New York City income taxes.
