A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to creating a website to produce and sign petitions seeking particular actions by city government.
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require the creation of a website for the public petitioning City government and the posting of public responses from agencies after a threshold number of electronic signatures is reached.

CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED:

· Adds a new Chapter 8 to Title 23 of Administrative Code
EFFECTIVE DATE:

120 days after becoming law
