Summary of Legislation:
   This legislation would establish an advisory commission on immigrant day laborer job centers, to explore the possibility for fostering public/private partnerships to create such centers.  The Commission would consist of 20 members, 12 of which would be immigrant day laborers.  The Commissioner of the Mayor’s Office on Immigrant Affairs would provide staff assistance to this Commission.  A report would be submitted to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council within nine months.
