	AN ACT to authorize Frank R. Smith to receive performance of duty disability retirement benefits




I. BACKGROUND
On May 19, 2026, the Committee on Governmental Operations, State and Federal Legislation, chaired by Council Member Gale Brewer, will hold a vote on Preconsidered SLR , State Legislation Resolution requesting the New York State Legislature to pass bills introduced by Senator Lanza, S.7759A, and Assembly Member Reilly, A.8577A, “AN ACT to authorize Frank R. Smith to receive performance of duty disability retirement benefits.”
II. PROPOSED LEGISLATION
The proposed legislation would allow Frank Smith to retroactively receive an accidental performance of duty disability retirement benefit for duties performed as a result of exposure to diseases during the course of his undercover police duties.
