AN ACT authorizing the discontinuance of certain parkland in Flushing
Meadows Corona Park in the borough of Queens

The People of the State of New York, represented in Senate and Assem
bly, do enact as foll ows:

Section 1. Subject to the provisions of this act, but notw thstanding
any provision of law to the contrary, including without I|imtation the
provisions of chapter 729 of the laws of 1961, the city of New York is
aut hori zed to discontinue the use as parkland and alienate through the
entering of |leases or other agreenments with Queens Future, LLC, or its
affiliates, the | ands described in section three of this act for the
pur poses of devel oping, constructing, naintaining, operating, using, or
occupyi ng such lands with a ganming facility and, in conjunction wth
such facility, comercial, retail, entertai nment, recreational, hotel,
convention, and/or comunity facility uses, parking, and/or roadways,
upon such terms and conditions as nmay be agreed upon by the city and
such conpany or its affiliates.

8 2. The authorization provided in section one of this act shall be
effective only upon the condition that the city of New York dedi cates an
anount equal to or greater than the fair nmarket value of the parklands
bei ng di scontinued towards the acquisition of new parklands and/or capi -
tal inprovenents to existing parklands and recreational facilities wth-
in the borough of Queens, which capital inprovenents shall include the
devel opnrent of no less than 20 acres of parkland within the |and
described in section three of this act or adjacent parkland, including a

8 3. The lands authorized to be discontinued as parklands pursuant to
section one of this act are as follows:

Al that certain lot, piece, or parcel of land situated, Ilying, and
being in the Borough and County of Queens, City and State of New York
being nore particularly bounded and descri bed as foll ows:

Commencing at the corner formed by the intersection of the southerly
line of Roosevelt Avenue (80" wde) and the westerly line of 126th
Street (80" w de) and running thence;

A. Along the southerly line of Roosevelt Avenue, S 68° 30" 17" W a
di stance of 10.20' to a point, thence;

B. Along a line that bears, N 21° 29" 43" W a distance of 80.00" to a
point on the northerly Iine of Roosevelt Avenue and being the TRUE poi nt
of BEG NNI NG and runni ng thence

1. Along the northerly line of Roosevelt Avenue, S 68° 30" 17" W a
di stance of 2,377.78 to a point on a curve of the weasterly easenent
line of the Grand Central Parkway, thence;

2. Along the easterly easenent |line with a non-tangent curve to the
right, having a radius of 1,693.22', an arc length of 623.63', an inte-
rior angle of 21° 06' 09", and a chord that bears N 10° 40' 23" W a
di stance of 620.11' to a point of conpound curvature, thence;

3. Continuing along the sane with a curve to the right, having a radi-
us of 2,380.03'", an arc length of 269.70', an internal angle of 6° 29
34", and a chord that bears N 3° 07" 28" E, a distance of 269.56' to a
poi nt of non-tangency, thence;

4. Continuing along the sane, N 20° 03" 57" E, a distance of 172.22
to a point on a curve, thence;

5. Continuing along the same with a non-tangent curve to the left,
having a radius of 520.00', and arc length of 413.78', an interior angle
of 45° 35 31", and a chord that bears N 18° 52' 29" E, a distance of
402.95' to a point of reverse curvature, thence

6. Continuing along the sanme with a curve to the right, having a radi-
us of 771.58', an arc length of 276.48', an interior angle of 20° 31
51", and a chord that bears N 6° 20' 39" E, a distance of 275.00° to a
point on a curve of the southerly line of Northern Boul evard (vari abl e
wi dt h), thence;

7. Along the southerly line of Northern Boulevard with a curve to the
left, having a radius of 5,053.50', an arc length of 300.54', an interi-
or angle of 3° 24' 27", and a chord that bears N 67°42' 06" E, a distance
of 300.49" to a point of conpound curvature, thence;

8. Continuing along the same with a curve to the left, having a radius
of 4,053.50', an arc length of 63.83", an interior angle of 0° 54' 08",
and a chord that bears N 65° 32' 49" E, a distance of 63.83" to a point
of conpound curvature, thence;

9. Continuing along the sane with a curve to the left, having a radius
of 7,017.50', an arc length of 712.28', an interior angle of 5° 48 56",
and a chord that bears N 62° 11' 17" E, a distance of 711.98 to a point
of conpound curvature, thence;

10. Continuing along the sane with a curve to the left, having a radi-
us of 1,017.50', an arc length of 43.36', an internal angle of 2° 26
30", and a chord that bears N 58° 03' 34" E, a distance of 43.36' to a
poi nt of tangency, thence;
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11. Continuing along the sane, N 56° 50" 19" E, a distance of 274.53
to a point of curvature, thence;

12. Continuing along the sanme wth a curve to the right, having a
radi us of 828.50', an arc length of 168.69', an internal angle of 11°
39" 58", and a chord that bears N 62° 40' 18" E, a distance of 168.40
to a point of tangency, thence;

13. Continuing along the same, N 68° 30' 17" E, a distance of 104.68'
to a point, said point being the corner fornmed by the intersection of
the southerly line of Northern Boulevard (variable wdth) wth the
westerly line of 126th Street (80" wi de), thence;

14. Aong the westerly line of 126th Street, S 21° 29" 43" E, a
di stance of 1,687.91' to a point, thence;

15. Continuing along the same, S 19° 51' 59" W a distance of 15.44
to the point or place of BEG NNI NG

EXCEPTING the area wthin and including the exterior walls of the
stadi um known, as of the date hereof, as Citi Field. Said overall parcel
contai ning 3,352,577 Square Feet (76.9646 acres) nore or |ess.

Leaving said southerly side of Northern Boul evard, along a |ine that
bears, North 26° 29' 16" West, a distance of 284.58 feet, to a point on
the northerly side of Northern Boulevard (variable width), same being
the True Point or Place of Beginning, having coordinates N 215, 737. 267,
E: 1,025,728.317 (NAD83 NY LIF), and running thence;

00" West, a distance of 44.62 feet to the True Point or Place of Begin-
ni ng, containing 15,737 square feet (0.361 acres), nore or |ess.

8 4. In the event that the city of New York received any funding,
support or assistance from the federal governnent for the purchase
mai nt enance or inprovenment of the parklands set forth in section three
of this act, the discontinuance and alienation of such parklands aut hor-
i zed by the provisions of this act shall not occur until the city of New
York has conplied with any federal requirenents pertaining to the alien-
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ation or conversion of parklands, including satisfying the secretary of
the interior that the alienation or conversion conplies with all condi-
tions which the secretary of the interior deens necessary to assure the
substitution of other |ands shall be equivalent in fair market val ue and
useful ness to the | ands being alienated or convert ed.

8 5. Nothing herein shall be construed as intended to preenpt any
provision of article 13 of the racing, pari-nmutuel wagering and breeding
| aw or section 197-c or 197-d of the New York City Charter pertaining to
the Uni form Land Use Revi ew Procedure (ULURP)

8 6. If construction of a gaming facility on the parklands described
in section three of this act is not comrenced within fifteen years of
the effective date of this act or if such parklands shall ever be used
for a purpose other than for the purposes described in section one of
this act, such parklands shall revert back to the city of New York
departnent of parks and recreation to be used for park and recreational
pur poses or for the purposes provided by chapter 729 of the laws of
1961, including any anendnents thereto.

8 7. This act shall take effect inmmediately.
