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TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the suspension of alternate side of the street parking rules on blocks adjacent to filming.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends title 19 by adding a new section 19-163.2.

INTRODUCTION


On June 22, 2011, the Committee on Transportation, chaired by Council Member James 

Vacca, will hold a hearing on Proposed Int. No. 372-A, a Local Law to amend the administrative 
code of the city of New York in relation to the suspension of alternate side parking rules parking rules for up to seven days at locations where the mayor’s office has authorized filming. Those invited include Commissioner of Transportation Janette Sadik-Khan, and various civic groups and transportation advocates.
BACKGROUND
Alternate Side Parking

Under the New York City Charter, the Department of Sanitation (“DSNY”) is responsible for maintaining the cleanliness of the streets of the City of New York.
  DSNY conducts street cleaning in all but three of the sanitation districts, running such routes as frequently as four days per week in certain residential neighborhoods.
  In total, DSNY schedules 46,000 street cleaning routes to accommodate the roughly 6,000 linear miles of streets in the City.
  To perform the City’s street cleaning operations, DSNY, in conjunction with the Department of Transportation (“DOT”), imposes and enforces Alternate Side Parking (“ASP”) rules, which prohibit parked cars on designated streets during certain specified times and days, usually for periods lasting between 30-90 minutes.  ASP rules are in effect in 54 of the 59 community districts.
 ASP rules are sometimes unpopular, due in large part to the inconvenience they cause for parking, requiring residents to regularly move their cars and search for alternate parking locations to accommodate mechanical brooms.   
Filming In New York City


According to the Mayor's Office of Film, Theatre & Broadcasting (“MOFTB”) New York City averaged 22,512 days when a film shoot took place at a location in the city. In 2008 alone, there were 27,251 days with a film shoot in New York City.  MOFTB is the agency responsible for approving film shoots, coordinating with other federal, state and local agencies, and promoting the film industry in New York City. MOFTB provides permits, shooting guidelines, insurance information, assistance finding public locations for film shoots, and help obtaining police escorts.
ANALYSIS


Section 1 of Proposed Int. No. 372-A would add a new section 19-163.2 to the Administrative Code entitled “Suspension of parking regulations for filming.” 

Subdivision a of new section 19-163.2 would stipulate that alternate parking rules are suspended near a location where the Mayor’s Office of Theatre and Broadcasting has permitted filming or related activities that result in a loss of alternate side spaces.  Subdivision a of such section would also stipulate that this suspension of alternate parking rules would apply for the duration of the permit or seven days whichever is shorter, or all blocks adjacent to and any portions of blocks that are within two hundred feet of the filming location.

Subdivision b of new section 19-163.2 would provide that, in accordance with 19-175.2 of this subchapter, the party permitted to conduct the filming or related activities shall immediately  post notice of the suspension of alternate parking rules in all areas where and when the suspension applies in accordance with the provisions of subdivision a of section 19-163.2.  Subdivision b of the section would also provide that the content of such notices has to be approved by the Commissioner of Transportation at his/her discretion. 

Section 2 of Proposed Int. No. 372-A would provide that this local law take effect immediately upon enactment.

..Title

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the suspension of alternate side of the street parking rules on blocks adjacent to filming.

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1.  Subchapter two of chapter one of title 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 19-163.2 to read as follows:

§ 19-163.2 Suspension of parking regulations for filming.  a. The issuance of a permit by the mayor’s office of film theatre and broadcasting that authorizes filming and/or related activity shall result in suspension of alternate side of the street parking rules for the duration of such permit or seven days whichever is shorter on all blocks adjacent to and any portion of which is within two hundred feet of the location of the filming and/or related activity, and where such filming and/or related activity results in a loss of alternate side parking spaces or spaces where there are no restrictions.

b. In accordance with subdivision c of section 19-175.2 of this subchapter, the party to whom a permit is issued by such mayor’s office shall immediately post notice of the parking rule suspensions in the blocks where parking rules are suspended in accordance with subdivision a of this section.  The specific content of such notice shall be approved by the commissioner at the commissioner’s discretion.  

§2.  This local law shall take effect immediately after it is enacted into law.
