	Summary of Legislation: Under this proposed law, Section 8-101 of chapter one of title eight of the administrative code of the city of New York would be amended so that landlords cannot discriminate against tenants on the basis of any lawful source of income. 

Studies have shown that landlords discriminate against holders of section 8 vouchers because of prejudices they hold about voucher holders. This bill would make it illegal to discriminate on that basis.
