	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to modifying department of transportation performance measures in an effort to help reduce traffic congestion and promote high performance modes citywide.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend title 19 of the Administrative Code by adding a new section 19-180 to require that the Department of Transportation (the “Department”) develop and monitor performance indicators that will help the Department to assess and reduce the amount of traffic on the city streets and promote high performance modes citywide. This bill would require the Department to adopt indicators that would include the following: vehicle volume data at city screen lines defined as locations where roadways enter the city, borough screen lines and river crossings. Vehicle speed data, bicycle volume data based on bicycle screen lines defined as locations where bicycles are ridden, and ferry volume data based on ridership from city-operated and private ferry services.

In addition, this legislation would require that the performance indicators developed by the Department because of this legislation be measured and reported citywide and by borough and submitted in a written report to the City Council and the Mayor by November 1st  of each following calendar year and be available on the Department’s website within seven days of such submission.       


	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect immediately, except that the reporting of information required

pursuant to the provisions of paragraphs 2, 3 and 4 of subdivision b of section 19-180 within bill section two

shall take effect on January 1, 2009.
