SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: This bill would require the provision of childcare services, upon request, for public meetings hosted by a mayoral agency. The bill would require a City agency to provide childcare services, defined as care for a child at a location in proximity to a covered meeting by a licensed provider, for children under the age of 13.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that there would be a cost to the City as a result of the enactment of this legislation. It is assumed that the cost per child per meeting would be the average daily rate for a childcare voucher. Accordingly, the cost would vary based on the age of the child in care and the amount of time care was needed.  The average daily rate for a childcare voucher in Fiscal 2027 is estimated to be $52.26. However, the Council is unable to estimate the number of children or the age of children who would require services and therefore is unable to provide an annual cost estimate.
