A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to increasing civil penalties for violations occurring in dwellings operated as homeless shelters and requiring contracts with the owners of such dwellings

BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would increase civil penalties for violations that occur in dwellings operated as homeless shelters. The bill would also require the Department of Homeless Services to contract directly with the owners of dwellings operated as homeless shelters.

CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED:

· Adds a new paragraph (2) to subdivision (a) of section 27-2115

· Adds a new section 21-317

EFFECTIVE DATE:

The legislation would take effect immediately.
