          2                 CHAIRPERSON GENNARO: I'm calling

          3  Environmental Protection to order. We're calling

          4  Environmental Protection to order, if the members of

          5  the Committee could take their seats.

          6                 We're calling this vote of the

          7  Committee on Environmental Protection to order. And

          8  for the record, good morning. I'm Council Member Jim

          9  Gennaro, Chair of this Committee. I would like to

         10  welcome you to this Committee vote.

         11                 Today the Committee will vote on

         12  proposed resolution 795-A, which calls upon the

         13  Governor and the State Legislature to execute the

         14  memorandum of understanding required for

         15  implementing the landmarked 2003 New York State

         16  brownfields clean-up program, and most critically

         17  giving funding through the brownfield opportunity

         18  areas program.

         19                 In November 2004, this Committee held

         20  an oversight hearing on the status of New York

         21  City's brownfields program and brownfields in

         22  general.

         23                 Just last month, this Committee heard

         24  testimony on two brownfields-related bills, as well

         25  as Resolution 795.
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          1  COMMITTEE ON ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION

          2                 In response to the testimony received

          3  at this February hearing, certain changes were made

          4  to Resolution 795 resulting in proposed Resolution

          5  795-A. Specifically an additional clause was added,

          6  calling for an MOU that ensures a multi-year funding

          7  stream for the Brownfield Opportunity Areas, or BOA

          8  program, which will ensure continual and

          9  uninterrupted funding, provided to routine reporting

         10  on key programmatic decisions in order to promote

         11  accountability and that ideally creates an advisory

         12  committee that should assist the State in

         13  implementing the BOA program.

         14                 Today the Committee will vote on this

         15  proposed resolution 795-A, and without further ado,

         16  I would urge all members of the Committee to vote on

         17  this very important resolution, and as soon as we

         18  get the -- okay, Margarita is into the room. We are

         19  waiting for Billy. I will mention for the record

         20  that we are joined by Oliver Koppell of the Bronx,

         21  Dennis Gallagher from Queens, Margarita Lopez of

         22  Manhattan, Peter Vallone, Jr., of Queens, Bill

         23  DeBlasio of Brooklyn, Domenic Recchia of Brooklyn,

         24  and we are waiting, and I urge a yes vote on this

         25  resolution.

          3  Resolution, on proposed Resolution 795-A.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK: Koppell.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER KOPPELL: Aye.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: Recchia.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER RECCHIA: Aye.

         21                 COUNCIL CLERK: Vallone.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER VALLONE: Aye. I vote

         23  aye.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK: Gallagher.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER GALLAGHER: Aye.
