This bill would require the Commissioner of Transportation to establish a pilot program to install left-turn arrow traffic signals at 100 or more intersections in the City. The Commissioner would determine the particular intersections to be affected after considering relevant traffic guidelines and consulting with advocates and would be required to install the signals at a rate of 50 per year. The bill would also require the Commissioner to monitor the effects of the pilot program on the affected intersections and to post a report on the Department of Transportation’s website analyzing the status of the program.
