INTENT:
This proposed local law would add, through the posting of an additional sign, the name Decorators Way to East 59th Street between Second and Third Avenues.

ANALYSIS AND BACKGROUND:



These two proposed local laws would coname streets bordering the Decoration and Design Building in Manhattan.  This building is home to the design and furnishing industry and estimated 5,000 designers and decorators attend an annual fall trade show at this location.  Nearly 250,000 designers and decorators utilize the showroom and sales spaces in this area each year.


These street designations were requested by the Decoration and Design Building and are supported by Community Board No. 6.
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
