SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. 579-A would require the Department of Education (DOE) to develop and implement an education and outreach campaign targeting families with children who are eligible to enroll in early childhood education programs. DOE would be required to provide the public with information on the benefits of early childhood education, the options for early childhood education, the applications process, and resources to find programs that may have available seats. Additionally, DOE would be required to collaborate with the New York City Housing Authority, Department of Social Services, and Administration for Children’s Services in its outreach efforts and provide an annual report on such education and outreach campaign.

EFFECTIVE DATE: Immediately, except that requirements relating to education and outreach would take effect 30 days after Int. 580-A takes effect, which would occur 180 days after Int. 580-A becomes law
