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PRECONSIDERED RESOLUTION NO. 

SUBJECT:  Amending Rules 6.20 and 7.00 of the Rules of the Council.

ANALYSIS:   Before the Committee for its consideration are proposed changes to the Council’s Rules. The changes are as follows:

1. Rule 6.20 b. This proposed change will establish that unless specifically otherwise indicated on the form used to submit proposed legislation, the Prime Sponsor’s approval to add other Prime Sponsors to the legislation, will no longer be required.  Council Members may continue to require his or her written approval for other Members to join on legislation as a Co-Prime Sponsor by so indicating on the introduction form.

2.   Rule 7.00.  The underlined amendments would make the Council Standing Committees’ subject matter jurisdiction consistent with new Agency designations. The Department of Business Services is now known as the Department of Small Business Services.  The Business Integrity Commission, so named by Local Law 21 of 2002, and previously known as the Organized Crime Control Commission, has been placed under the jurisdiction of the Committee on Consumer Affairs and removed from Public Safety.  The Office of Emergency Management (OEM) is now known as Emergency Management Department.  
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
