Applying for affordable housing should be as easy and accessible as possible, especially for New Yorkers who rely on public assistance and already face significant barriers. Currently, applicants must upload duplicative documentation to multiple City agencies, even when the same verified documents have already been submitted for public assistance benefits. This legislation would require the City to establish a functioning mechanism that allows existing HRA documentation to be seamlessly used for HPD housing lottery applications, streamlining the process and reducing administrative burdens. By creating a more efficient and coordinated system, the bill would help public assistance recipients access housing more quickly while improving the effectiveness of City services.
