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A Local Law in relation to reporting on contact tracing in New York City
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Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1. a. Definitions. For the purposes of this section, the following terms have the following meanings:
Contact tracing. The term “contact tracing” means the process of identifying individuals who may have had contact with a person who has tested positive for an infectious disease, and consequently testing, isolating or monitoring such identified individuals for the purpose of containing transmission of such disease.
COVID-19. The term “COVID-19” means the 2019 novel coronavirus or 2019-nCoV.
Program. The term “program” refers to any contact tracing program established at the direction or request of the mayor.
Relevant entity. The term “relevant entity” means the mayor’s office, or any agencies or entities designated by the mayor to conduct, administer, or assist with conducting or administrating the program.
b. Contact tracing reporting. The relevant entity shall post conspicuously on its website a daily report on the antibody and 
contact tracing program. Daily reporting data shall be archived in a machine-readable table which will also be available on the relevant entity’s website. Such reports
 are
 due one week after the first antibody or 
contact tracing activities take place and updated daily thereafter. Such reports shall include:
1. The number of persons employed or contracted by the relevant entity to conduct contact tracing, disaggregated by languages spoken, zip code of residence and whether such persons are employed or contracted to perform contact tracing on a full-time, part-time, permanent or temporary basis;
2. The number of persons identified who have tested positive for , disaggregated by the zip code, occupation, race, gender age;

4. The number of individuals identified who may have had contact with a person who has tested positive for COVID-19, disaggregated by the zip code, occupation, race, ethnicity, gender, age, COVID-19 symptoms present in the last 14 days and comorbidities of the individual, whether a representative from the relevant entity attempted to communicate with such individual and, if so, whether the individual was successfully reached;
5. Any other information the relevant entity deems relevant to quantify the relevant entity’s antibody testing and contact tracing activities; and
. A description of any other contact tracing activities occurring in the city known to the relevant entity performed by other public or private entities.
c. Personally identifiable information. Reports required pursuant to this section shall not contain personally identifiable information. If a category contains between one and five or contains an amount that would allow another category that contains between one and five to be deduced, the number shall be replaced with a symbol. A category that contains zero shall be reported as zero, unless such reporting would violate any applicable provision of federal, state or local law relating to patient privacy.
d. Privacy. The program shall not share any individual’s private information with local, state, federal or private entities beyond what is required to accomplish the immediate goals of the contact tracing program.
§ 2. This local law takes effect immediately. 
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
