	Title:  To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to site safety personnel, including concrete safety managers

	Sponsors:
Dilan, Comrie, Gentile, Koppell, Recchia Jr., Seabrook, Weprin, Jackson, Dickens, White Jr., Gonzalez, Lappin, Sears and Garodnick (in conjunction with the Mayor)


	Summary of Legislation:  This legislation requires, beginning January 1, 2009, a concrete safety manager to be present at all concrete operations where there is a minimum of 2,000 cubic yards of concrete pouring or such lesser amount as the Department of Building’s (DOB) commissioner may determine by rule.  Concrete safety managers must have five years of experience in concrete operations; complete a 30-hour course approved by the DOB commissioner in accordance with the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) standards, by July 1, 2009, or within five calendar years prior to registration, to qualify him/her to oversee concrete operations; register with DOB in the same manner as construction superintendents; and provide evidence of eligibility requirements. As of July 1, 2009, no person can operate as concrete safety manager without registering with DOB. The DOB commissioner will promulgate rules to determine how long the registration will be valid and the registration renewal requirements. 


	Effective Date:  This local law would take effect January, 1, 2009 provided that the DOB commissioner will take actions as needed for its implementation prior to the effective date and will approve the 30-hour course as required by the City’s building code no later than January 1, 2009, and will work with relevant stakeholders and officials at the OSHA in developing the course curriculum.
