A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to engine idling.

Sponsor:
By Council Members Liu, Arroyo, Jackson, Brewer, Dickens, Fidler, Gerson, Gonzalez, James, Koppell, Martinez, Palma, Reyna, Sanders Jr., Vacca, Foster, Mark-Viverito, Mendez and de Blasio.

Summary of Legislation: This legislation provides an exception to the current idling law, which restricts the idling of motor vehicle engines to 3 minutes while stopped, parking, or standing.   This legislation would restrict the idling of motor vehicles, with the exception of emergency motor vehicles, to no longer than one minute when adjacent to any public school unless the engine is used to operate a loading, unloading or processing device, and provided that idling of an engine of a school bus may be permitted to the extent necessary for mechanical work, to maintain an appropriate temperature for passenger comfort or in emergency evacuations where necessary to operate wheelchair lifts.  It shall be an affirmative defense that any such school was not easily identifiable as a school by signage or otherwise at the time a violation of this subdivision occurred.
The environmental control board would also be required to submit to the City Council on an annual basis a report stating the number of notices issued for idling violations including the total amount of penalties imposed for such notices.  The Department of Finance will also on an annual basis submit a report that states the number of summonses issued for engine idling violations.  
Effective Date:  This local law would take effect ninety day after its enactment into law.
