Resolution strongly condemning the brutal Palestinian suicide bomb terrorist attacks against Israel and expressing solidarity with the people of the State of Israel as well as sympathy for the loss of civilian lives in the current conflict.
On Tuesday, July 9, 2002, the City Council’s Committee on Cultural Affairs, Libraries and International Intergroup Relations, chaired by Council Member Jose M. Serrano, will conduct a hearing on Resolution No. 214, which strongly condemns the brutal Palestinian suicide bomb terrorist attacks against Israel.  The resolution also expresses solidarity with the people of the State of Israel as well as sympathy for the loss of civilian lives in the current conflict.  Expected to testify at the hearing are representatives from various organizations.  A copy of Resolution No. 214 is attached. 

RESOLUTION NO. 214


Resolution No. 214, as noted above, strongly condemns the brutal Palestinian suicide bomb terrorist attacks against Israel.  The resolution also expresses solidarity with the people of the State of Israel as well as sympathy for the loss of civilian lives in the current conflict.


The resolution outlines several suicide bomb attacks, including the bombing of a Tel Aviv disco last June that killed over twenty Israelis, the bombing of a Sbarro’s pizza shop in Jerusalem, an attack on a Bat Mitzvah celebration, two bombings on the Ben Yehuda pedestrian mall, and suicide attacks at a children’s shoe store as well as at cafés, restaurants, and on buses in Tel Aviv, Haifa and Jerusalem.


The resolution also emphasizes that the people of the City of New York understand the pain and suffering caused by terrorist acts perpetrated upon civilian populations as a result of the September 11th 2001 terrorists attacks of the World Trade Center, and are thus vividly aware and sympathize with the anguish and personal loss suffered by the families of terrorist victims. 
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
