This legislation would add, through the 

posting of an additional sign, the name “Pat Mazzoli Way”,  to Avenue U between Van Sicklen Street and West 5th Street.

The following biographical material was provided by the Mazzoli family and Carmine C. Santa Maria, President of  “The Bensonhurst West End Community Council.”


Pasquale “Pat” Mazzoli was born on November 11, 1928 in an apartment above the family store, Mazzoli Coffee, at 236 Avenue U in Brooklyn, New York and was one of three sons born to Peter and Lottie Mazzoli. He attended St. Simon and Jude Parochial School and later graduated from Lafayette High School. During his lifetime Pat Mazzoli never moved further than one block from his birthplace in the Gravesend community.


In 1953, Pat Mazzoli married his life’s companion Anne Curiale. The marriage produced three sons and a daughter. He inherited his father’s coffee business and later became President of the ‘Gravesend Chamber of Commerce’. Mr. Mazzoli was a dedicated leader who was affiliated with many community-oriented organizations. Aside from the Gravesend Chamber of Commerce, he was also associated with The Gravesend Community Council, Kiwanis,  The Bensonhurst West End Community Council, he was the Brooklyn Coordinator of The Make A Wish Foundation and Vice-President of the Joint Council of Boards of Trade of Kings County.  Pat Mazzoli established the Gravesend Museum at Public School 95 and  published literature on the Gravesend Community and its founder, Lady Deborah Moody.  He was a prime mover in the establishment  of the Shorefront Volunteer Ambulance Service and established the Minute Men on Avenue U, a protective alliance for the merchants on that street. Pat Mazzoli also organized and coordinated three parades on Avenue U each year. He was successful in promoting the participation of the community’s merchants and neighborhood school children in local parades on Columbus Day, Memorial Day, and Labor Day.


During the nation’s bicentennial activities, on June 25, 1976, Pat Mazzoli drove a covered wagon, from Avenue U in Brooklyn to Valley Forge, Pennsylvania. Ten years later he built a “Gravesend Veterans Monument,” on Avenue U and Van Sicklen Street, to honor the community’s World War II Veterans. He later placed a time capsule at the site which is to be opened in 2086. For his many services to his community Mr. Mazzoli received numerous awards and citations from organizations and elected officials.


Pasquale “Pat” Mazzoli died on December 19, 1999 at the age of seventy-one. He was survived by his wife, Anne, three sons, Peter, Robert, and Larry, a daughter, Jeanette Giardina, fourteen grandchildren, and one great-grandchild.  In recognition of his many years of dedicated service to his community it is fitting that Avenue U, between Van Sicklen Street and West 5th Street, where he lived and worked, be called “Pat Mazzoli Way” in his memory.
