Subparagraph (i) of paragraph 2 of subdivision b of section 12-126 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as designated by chapter 436 of the laws of 2001 as follows.The mayor may, in his or her discretion, authorize the provision of such health insurance coverage for the surviving spouses or domestic partner and children of uniformed correctional and sanitation employees who died, on or after November 1, 1996 and before January 28, 2004 as a natural and proximate same terms,conditions and limitations set forth in the section.
