TITLE:  

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring any restoration of pavement made after the opening of a protected street to extend to the curb line and 20 feet on each side of such restoration  

BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require any restoration of pavement, made subsequent to opening a protected street, to extend to the curb line and to be surrounded by 20 feet of pavement on each side of such restoration. A protected street is a street segment or intersection that has been resurfaced or reconstructed within the last five years. Although opening protected streets is prohibited, exceptions exist for emergencies or street cuts that are approved by the Commissioner of Transportation. The purpose of this bill is to prolong the integrity of protected streets by preventing the accumulation of a patchwork of pavement restorations.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

120 days after enactment
