TITLE:  

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to bicycle access for elevators in residential buildings.
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would require owners of residential buildings to allow tenants or subtenants to use building elevators to transport their bicycles to and from their apartments. The bill includes exceptions to the rule. Bicycle access need not be allowed in the following cases: if the elevator is not available because of an emergency or is undergoing maintenance and repair; if the elevator is not compliant with the building code or any applicable safety rules; if transporting bicycles in the elevator would impede ingress or egress; or if the elevator does not provide access to apartments. 

Next, the bill declares that lease provisions that restrict access are void as against public policy. Lease agreements executed on or before the effective date of this bill will not be deemed invalid, but any such restrictions in them shall be unenforceable.   

Finally, the bill classifies a violation of the rule as a lesser violation subject to penalties under Chapter 2 of Title 28.
