Title:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the City New York, in relation to prohibiting acts of harassment at schools.

Summary of Legislation:
Dignity for All Students Act (DASA) addresses harassment and bullying that occurs in the New York City school system and failure of current laws to address that problem.  It requires the Department to establish policies and guidelines that would prohibit most forms of harassment and bullying; train pedagogical staff and school safety officers to enforce such policies and guidelines to prevent such incidents from occurring; and establish appropriate reporting mechanisms.  The bill would also prohibit the Department from retaliating against the victims of harassment and those who report on, complain about, or testify concerning incidents of harassment. 

Effective Date:
This local law would take effect 45 days after its enactment.
