A Local Law to Amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in Relation to authorizing the commissioner of consumer affairs to require that the engines of sight-seeing buses comply with emission standards as a condition of licensing.

Summary of Legislation:  The proposed local law would amend Sections 20-372, 20-376 and 20-383 of the New York City Consumer Affairs Code (Chapter 2 of Title 20 of the Administrative Code).  The proposed local law would require all sight-seeing buses operating within New York City to comply with federal emissions standards pursuant to Sections 206(a) and 202 of the Clean Air Act of 1990, 42 U.S.C. § 7525(a) and 42 U.S.C. § 7521, respectively, and regulations issued thereunder.  Vehicles used as sight-seeing buses would have to comply with federal emissions standards as a condition of licensing by the Department of Consumer Affairs (DCA).  In addition, failure to comply with federal emissions standards could result in non-renewal, suspension or revocation of a sight-seeing bus license.  The proposed local law would authorize the Commissioner of DCA to delegate the performance of inspections under the proposed law to the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP).
