Title:

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York in relation to gender-based discrimination.



Sponsor: Council Members Perkins, Lopez, Quinn, Reed, the Speaker (Council Member Miller), Moskowitz, Rodriguez, and Boyland.

Summary of Legislation: The Bill clarifies the scope of gender-based protection established under the City’s Human Rights Law.  Protection against gender-discrimination would be extended to include actual or perceived sex and would also include a person’s gender identity, self-image, appearance, behavior or expression, whether or not these characteristics are different from that traditionally associated with the legal sex assigned to that person at birth.

Effective Date: This local law would take effect immediately.

Impact on Revenues: There will be no impact on revenues as a result of this legislation.
Impact on Expenditures: There will be no impact on expenditures as a result of this legislation.  While the City’s Commission on Human Rights would be the Agency responsible for the enforcement of the new areas protected by this legislation, the legislation would not result in the need to hire new staff.  The Commission already enforces protection against gender-based discrimination, and has also specifically investigated complaints regarding trans-gendered individuals.  While the legislation might conceivably add to the case-load of the Commission, the Agency has no legal obligations regarding the time frame of its investigations.  The Commission would therefore employ existing staff already well qualified for any newly resulting cases, according to its own administrative priority system.  Existing resources would also be sufficient to make any necessary modifications to informational materials produced by the Commission.
