IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget's (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation, as NYPD would use existing staffing to fulfill its requirements. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures assumes the need for additional funding for the hours needed to fulfill the requirements of the legislation. As of September, NYPD had 1,162 vacant civilian positions; filling some of these vacancies would be more than adequate to provide for the additional personnel that OMB estimates would be necessary. Additionally, because the information this legislation would require is already compiled and posted on the city’s Open Data portal, the Council assumes that the required working hours to carry out this legislation’s requirements would be minimal.
