SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1347 would require the Taxi and Limousine Commission (TLC), in collaboration with the police department (NYPD) and department of transportation (DOT), to develop and maintain a checklist of applicable rules and regulations concerning the safe operation of commuter vans. When an officer stops and identifies a vehicle as an unlicensed commuter van, the officer will be required to examine the checklist to determine what, if any, additional laws, rules, and regulations have been violated, and issue the maximum monetary penalty permitted by law for each such violation.
