	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the sale or purchase of products claiming to be or containing an endangered or threatened species. 

	Sponsors:
Council Members Clarke, Liu, Reed, Gennaro, Barron, Brewer, Gerson, Koppell, Lopez, Martinez, Palma, Perkins, Sanders, Vallone and Weprin. 



	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would facilitate enforcement of state and federal endangered species laws by making it illegal to buy, sell, or attempt to buy or sell, any product, item, or substance claiming to be or contain elements of an endangered or threatened species without a federal or state permit or license. Under this legislation, it would be unnecessary to prove that a product actually contains an endangered or threatened species. Instead, it would be sufficient that a product is described in an offer for sale, labeled, or advertised as derived from any such species. 

The Commissioner of the Department of Consumer Affairs (DCA) shall have the authority to promulgate such rules and regulations deem necessary to implement the provision of this legislation. The Commissioner and the members of the Police Department shall have the authority to enforce this legislation. Notwithstanding any other provision of law, DCA shall be authorized, after October 1, 2005, upon due notice and hearing, to impose civil penalties for the violation of any provision of this legislation. No later than April 1, 2005, and at least annually thereafter, the Commissioner shall publish a list in English and Chinese using the Department’s website for the purpose of ensuring compliance by merchants.   

Any person that violates any provision of this legislation after October 1, 2005 shall be subject to a civil penalty of not more than $500 for the first violation, and each additional violation occurring on the same day as the first violation, and not less than $500 or more than $1,500 for each subsequent violation occurring within a period of twenty-four months. Any product, item, substance, or species bought or sold or attempted to be bought or sold, after October 1, 2005 in violation of this legislation or any regulation issued pursuant to this mater shall be subject to forfeiture upon notice and judicial determination. 



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 90 days after its enactment, however, the DCA Commissioner can take all actions necessary to implement this local law on or before the dates upon which the provisions of this local laws shall take effect.
