The bill would require the Department of Homeless Services (DHS) and the Department of Youth and Community Development (DYCD) to create and maintain a process for conducting intake and assessments for any runaway or homeless youth who is seeking to enter a DHS shelter. The bill would require that the process would not require a runaway or homeless youth to enter a DHS intake center or assessment shelter and would originate at a location where DYCD providers runaway and homeless youth services.
