TITLE:  

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to increasing the cap on public funds available
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would raise the cap on public funds received by participating candidates to a full match with the expenditure limit.
CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED:

EFFECTIVE DATE:

January 1, 2019, provided, however, that the campaign finance board shall take any actions necessary prior to such effective date for the implementation of this local law including, but not limited to, the adoption of any necessary rules
