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	Title: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to street cleaning and the collection and removal of recyclable materials and refuse at street events.
	Sponsors: Council Members Mealy, Fidler, Jackson, Mark-Viverito, Nelson, Sanders Jr., Seabrook and Gerson

	Summary of Legislation: After defining street events to include “any street fair, block party or festival on a public street or streets where such activity may interfere with or obstruct the normal use by vehicular traffic of such street or streets,” this legislation sets out certain requirements for street fair sponsors and vendors relating to the disposal, segregation and collection of regular waste and recyclables “during and at the conclusion of the street event.”  At least three weeks prior to the street event, sponsors would be required to meet with the local sanitation district officer to determine the sanitation needs of the event…”  The legislation would further require the sponsors to place clearly labeled receptacles, for both recyclables (lined with blue plastic bags) and non-recyclable refuse, in various locations throughout the event site, and to ensure their proper use.  Vendors would be required to source separate different types of recyclables, including corrugated cardboard.  Lastly, sponsors and vendors would be responsible for bagging all refuse and recyclables for collection.  The legislation would create a civil liability for violators of not less than $250 nor more than $500, recoverable through proceedings before the City’s Environmental Control Board.

	Effective Date:  This local law would take effect immediately.

	Impact on Revenues:  This legislation would have a de minimus impact on revenues.  While the legislation contains a schedule for civil penalties (from $250 to $500), it is designed to compel compliance and not to generate revenue.  Assuming the vast majority of street fair sponsors and vendors comply with the legislation, little revenue is likely to be collected.

	Impact on Expenditures:  This legislation would have no impact on city expenditures.  Although the bill requires street event sponsors to meet with local sanitation officials prior to events to determine sanitation needs, it is believed that such meetings can be staffed using existing departmental resources.
