MEMORANDUM OF SUPPORT

TITLE:



A local law to amend the New York city charter in relation to authorizing the department of transportation to extend the date of the operating authorities of certain private bus services.

SUMMARY OF PROVISIONS:
This bill amends subdivision b of section 378 of the New York City Charter to allow the Department of Transportation, with the approval of the Franchise and Concession Review Committee, to extend the expiration date of operating authorities of certain private bus services to a date not later than December 31, 2003.

ANALYSIS:



On November 16, 1995, the Council approved Introduction No. 644, subsequently Local Law 87 of 1995, which allowed the Department of Transportation to extend the date of the operating authority of the private bus lines to a date not later than December 31, 2002. This was done to allow the expiration date of the operating authorities to be coterminous with the union contracts that were to be negotiated.  

The contracts currently in place will expire at the end of 2003.  This amendment will allow the extant contracts and the operating authorities to expire at the same date, as was the intention of Local Law 87 of 1995.
