I. INTRODUCTION
On May 28, 2025, the Committee on Finance, chaired by Council Member Justin Brannan, considered and voted on the following legislation: 
· Int. No. 1219-2025, a local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the establishment of the East Harlem 125th Street business improvement district; 
· Preconsidered Res. No. 875, a resolution to approve the new designation and changes in the designation of certain organizations to receive funding in the expense budget;
· Preconsidered Res. No. 876, a resolution to establish that the discount percentage for early payment of real estate taxes be set at one-half of one percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2026;
· Preconsidered Res. No. 877, a resolution to establish that the interest rate be six percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2026 for non-payment of taxes on properties with an assessed value of not more than $250,000, or not more than $250,000 per residential unit for cooperative apartments;
· Preconsidered Res. Int. 1219 was originally heard by the Committee on Finance at a hearing held on April 24, 2025, and the Committee heard testimony from the New York City Department of Small Business Services and interested stakeholders. The Committee passed all legislation by a vote of 14 in the affirmative and zero in the negative, with zero abstentions, but for Preconsidered Res. No. 875, which the committee passed by a vote of 13 in the affirmative and 1 in the negative, with zero abstentions.

II. LEGISLATION
a. Int. No. 1219-2025
This legislation would establish the East Harlem 125th Business Improvement District (hereinafter the “District”), which is located in the East Harlem neighborhood of Manhattan. The District is composed of 14 street blocks, including properties along both sides of East 125th Street, from just east of Fifth Avenue on the west to Second Avenue on the east. The northern border of the District is East 128th Street and the southern border is East 124th Street. More specifically, the District includes the following blocks: East 125th Street, from just east of Fifth Avenue to Second Avenue; East 124th Street, from Madison Avenue to Second Avenue on the north side of the street; East 126th Street, from Lexington Avenue to Second Avenues, and including corner properties at East 126th Street & Madison Avenue and East 126th Street & Park Avenue; East 127th Street, from Lexington Avenue to Second Avenue; East 128th Street, from Third Avenue to Second Avenue; Madison Avenue, from 124th Street to 126th Street on the west side of the avenue, and from 124th Street to the middle of the block between 126th Street and 127th Street on the east side of the avenue; Park Avenue, from 124th Street to 127th Street on the west side of the avenue, and from 124th to 126th Street on the east side of the avenue; Lexington Avenue, from 124th Street to 126th Street on the west side of the avenue, and from 124th to 127th Street on the east side of the avenue; Third Avenue, from 124th Street to 127th Street on the west side of the avenue, and from 124th to 128th Street on the east side of the avenue; and Second Avenue, from 124th Street to 128th Street on the west side of the avenue. 
The District would encompass approximately 152 properties, of which 80 properties (53 percent) are commercial or mixed-use. The District seeks to build upon the area’s small businesses, engaged residents and rich history by addressing the chronic quality-of-life issues that affect the community, and support a vision for a vibrant neighborhood that serves as an economic and cultural destination.
Services to be provided in the District include: maintenance & sanitation; public safety; marketing & promotions; public realm programming; streetscape & beautification; economic development; advocacy; administration; and additional services as may be required for the promotion and enhancement of the District. The District would be managed by the East Harlem 125th Street District Management Association, Inc.  
The budget for the first year of operation would be $750,000. There would be 2 classes of assessed properties: (A-1) properties in whole or in part devoted to commercial or residential use, including parking facilities, commercial or residential condominiums, or vacant/development sites greater than 80,000 square feet, and (A-2) properties in whole or in part devoted to commercial or residential use, including parking facilities, commercial or residential condominiums, or vacant/development sites less than 80,000 square feet. A-1 properties would be assessed 80 percent of Class A2 linear front footage rate and 80 percent of Class A2 taxable value rate.  A-2 properties would be assessed 80 percent based on linear front footage and 20 percent based on taxable value. For properties with $0 taxable value, a fee would be applied, in addition to the assessment based on their linear front footage. For buildings within class A1, the fee would be $250. For buildings within class A2, the fee would be $100. There would also be 2 additional classes of properties: (C) government-owned properties and (D) not-for-profit tax lots; these 2 classes would be exempt from assessment. The District’s maximum total assessment would be $1,000,000.	
Under Local Law 82 of 1990, the City Council assumed responsibility for adopting the legislation that would establish business improvement districts (“BIDs”). BIDs are specifically defined areas of designated properties. Their establishment is based upon a district plan. They use NYC’s real property tax collection mechanism to collect a special tax assessment that the BID District Management Association uses to pay for additional services beyond those that NYC provides. The additional services are designated to enhance the area and to improve local business. Typically, a BID's additional services can include security, sanitation, physical and capital improvements (lighting, landscaping, sidewalks, etc.), seasonal activities (Christmas lighting), and related business services (marketing and advertising).
Under the process established by Chapter 4 of Title 25 of the Administrative Code, the City Council adopted Resolution 813-2025, which set the hearing date for the BID Plan and its enacting legislation, Int. 1219, for Thursday, April 24, 2025.
Prior to the Council's action, the Community Board for the district in which the proposed BID is located -- Community Board 11 of Manhattan -- voted to approve the Plan on December 20, 2024.  The City Planning Commission ("CPC") reviewed the Plan and held a public hearing on the Plan.  The CPC approved a resolution on February 5, 2025, which certified the CPC's unqualified approval of the Plan.  
Resolution 813, approved by the Finance Committee and adopted by the Council on March 26, 2025, set the date for a hearing on Int. 1219-2025 and directed that all notice provisions contained in the law be complied with. The Public Hearing to consider both the plan itself and the enacting legislation, according to the provisions of the law, was held on April 24, 2025, and closed without a vote. The Committee must wait at least 30 days before it can again consider and possibly vote to approve this legislation. The 30-day period immediately after this Public Hearing serves as an objection period. Any property owner may, during this time period, formally object to the Plan by filing such objection in the Office of the City Clerk, on forms provided by the City Clerk. In the event that either at least 51 percent of the total number of property owners or owners with at least 51 percent of the assessed valuation of all the benefited real property within the district object to the plan, then the City Council is prohibited, by law, from approving such plan.
b. Preconsidered Res. No. 875, to approve the new designation and changes in the designation of certain organizations to receive funding in the expense budget

The Council annually adopts the City’s budget covering expenditures other than for capital projects (the “expense budget”) pursuant to Section 254 of the Charter. On June 30, 2023, the Council adopted the expense budget for fiscal year 2024 with various programs and initiatives (the “Fiscal 2024 Expense Budget”).  On June 30, 2024, the Council adopted the expense budget for fiscal year 2025 with various programs and initiatives (the “Fiscal 2025 Expense Budget”).
In an effort to continue to make the budget process more transparent, the Council is providing a list setting forth new designations and/or changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving funding in accordance with the Fiscal 2025 and Fiscal 2024 Expense Budgets (“Charts”).
This Resolution, dated May 28, 2025, would approve the new designation and the change in the designation of certain organizations receiving funding pursuant to the following discretionary initiatives: local; aging; youth; Speaker’s initiative to address citywide needs; Community Safety and Victim Services; Boroughwide Needs; Anti-Poverty; A Greener NYC; Cultural After-School Adventure (CASA); Cultural Immigrant Initiative; NYC Cleanup; Parks Equity Initiative; Support for Older Adults; Food Panties; Digital Inclusion and Literacy Initiative; Adult Literacy Pilot Project; Legal Services for Low-Income Immigrants; Adult Literacy; Autism Awareness; Crisis Management System; Elie Wiesel Holocaust Survivors; Naturally Occurring Retirement Communities (NORCs); Older Adults Mental Health; YouthBuild Project; Community Interpreter Bank, in accordance with the Fiscal 2025 Expense Budget. Additionally, this resolution would approve the new designation and change in the designation of certain organizations receiving funding pursuant to the following discretionary initiatives: Speaker’s initiative to address citywide needs; Support our Older Adults; Local; A Greener NYC; NYC Cleanup; Parks Equity; and City’s First Readers, in accordance with the Fiscal 2024 Expense Budget. Finally, this resolution would approve amended purpose of funds for certain organizations receiving funding pursuant to the Fiscal 2025 Expense Budget. All new designations and changes in designations are as described in the attached Charts.  
It is to be noted that organizations identified in the attached Charts with an asterisk (*) have not yet completed or began the prequalification process conducted by the Mayor's Office of Contract Services (for organizations to receive more than $10,000) by the Council (for organizations to receive $10,000 or less total), or other government agency. Organizations identified without an asterisk have completed the appropriate prequalification review. 
It should also be noted that funding for organizations in the attached Charts with a double asterisk (**) will not take effect until the passage of a budget modification.
c. Early Payment Interest Rate Resolution 

Preconsidered Res. No. 876, a resolution to establish that the discount percentage for early payment of real estate taxes be set at one-half of one percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2026

Discount Rate for Early Payment of Property Taxes
	Under current law, the City provides a discount for property owners who pay their property tax bills early. To receive a discount on the entire tax bill, both semi-annual and quarterly taxpayers have to pay the entire tax bill prior to the date the July 1st installment could be paid without interest. For quarterly taxpayers, if the taxpayer does not pay the entire tax bill upfront, but instead pays the last three quarters in full on or before October 15th, the discount is calculated at a rate of two-thirds of the discount percentage. If the last two quarters (due in January and April) are paid in full on or before January 15th, the taxpayer receives a discount equal to one-third of the discount percentage.  A tax installment paid after the January 15th due date is not eligible for a discount.
	The New York City Council is charged with the responsibility of setting the discount percentages for the early payment of real estate taxes prior to the dates on which such taxes become due and payable. Specifically, §1519-a(7)(b) of the New York City Charter  provides that not later than the 13th day of May in each year, the New York City Banking Commission (the “Banking Commission”) shall send  a  written  recommendation  to  the  Council  of  a  proposed discount  percentage for the ensuing fiscal year.
	Further, §1519-a(7)(c) of the New York City Charter provides that the New York City Council may adopt a discount percentage by resolution no earlier than the 14th day of May. If the Council does not set a discount rate, the default discount rate, which is set by §1519-a(7)(d) of the New York City Charter, will apply. The default discount rate is a formula equaling the annualized interest rate on six-month United States treasury bills, as reported by the Board of Governors for the Federal Reserve System plus seventy-five basis points, the sum of which is divided by four for the last business day of April preceding the ensuing fiscal year. This year, the Banking Commission has estimated that this default rate would be 1.2% if the Council does not set a discount rate.
	The Banking Commission forwarded to the Council, by letter dated May 13, 2025, its recommendation that the discount percentage for early payment of real estate taxes for Fiscal Year 2026 be set at one-half of one percent (0.5%) per annum. 
	As required by Local Law 30 of 2015, the Banking Commission included with its recommendations a report detailing the factors considered when determining the recommendation. For the Fiscal Year 2026 recommendation, the Banking Commission considered the City’s cash balances, the estimated savings from fewer issuances of property tax statements, current interest rates, and discount rates offered by other municipalities and found no economic reason to change the Fiscal 2026 discount rate from the current Fiscal 2025 discount rate of 0.5%
	Pursuant to Charter §1519-a(7)(c), through this Preconsidered Res. No. 876, the Council would adopt the Banking Commission’s recommendation and establish that the discount percentage for early payment of real estate taxes shall be set at one-half of one percent (0.5%) per annum for Fiscal Year 2026.
d. Legislation – Late Payment Interest Rate Resolutions
Preconsidered Res. No. 877, a resolution to establish that the interest rate be six percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2026 for non-payment of taxes on properties with an assessed value of not more than $250,000, or not more than $250,000 per residential unit for cooperative apartments
Preconsidered Res. No. 878, a resolution to establish that the interest rate be nine percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2026 for non-payment of taxes on properties with an assessed value of more than $250,000 but less than or equal to $450,000, or more than $250,000 but less than or equal to $450,000 per residential unit for cooperative apartments

Preconsidered Res. No. 879, a resolution to establish that the interest rate be sixteen percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2026 for non-payment of taxes on properties with an assessed value of more than $450,000, or more than $450,000 per residential unit for cooperative apartments

Preconsidered Res. No. 880, a resolution to establish that the interest rate be two and one half percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2026 for  certain properties for which the owner has entered into an installment payment agreement with the department of finance for payment of delinquent property taxes, assessments, or other charges

Late Payment of Property Taxes
Section 11-224.1 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York requires the New York City Banking Commission (the “Banking Commission”) to send a written recommendation to the City Council of proposed interest rates to be charged for nonpayment of taxes on real property no later than the 13th day of May each year. In making such recommendation, the Banking Commission shall consider the prevailing interest rate charged for commercial loans extended to prime borrowers by commercial banks operating in the City (the “Prime Rate”). The Commissioner noted that as of May 13, 2025, the prime rate stands at 7.50 percent, as published by the Board of Governors of the Federal Reserve System. As required by Local Law 30 of 2015, the Banking Commission included with its recommendation a report detailing the factors considered when determining the recommendation. For the Fiscal Year 2026 recommendation, the Banking Commission considered the penalty rates used by other property tax collectors, and the interest rates charged for mortgages and home equity lines of credit.
Recommendation for Certain Properties for Which the Owner has Entered into an Installment Payment Agreement
For properties with an assessed value of no more than $250,000 for which the owner has entered into an installment payment agreement with the Department of Finance for payment of delinquent property taxes, assessments, or other charges pursuant to section 11-322 or 11-322.1 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York, and meets the eligibility requirements in section 11-224.1, including the property owner uses the property as their primary residence and the combined income of all owners is no greater than $200,000, the Banking Commission shall consider the most recent federal short-term rate pursuant to section 11-224.1 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York and propose a rate at least equal to such federal short-term rate rounded to the nearest half percent.
By letter dated May 13, 2025, the Banking Commission recommended to the Council an interest rate of 5 percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2026 to be charged for such properties on such installment payment agreements. This would be an increase from the current interest of rate of 2.5 percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2025.
Recommendation for Properties Assessed No More Than $250,000
For real property with an assessed value of not more than $250,000, or not more than $250,000 per residential unit for cooperative apartments, the Banking Commission shall propose an interest rate at least equal to the prime rate pursuant to section 11-224.1 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York.
By letter dated May 13, 2025, the Banking Commission recommended to the Council an interest rate of 8 percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2025 to be charged for nonpayment of taxes of real property where the assessed value is not more than $250,000, or not more than $250,000 per residential unit for cooperative apartments. This would be an increase from the current interest of rate of 6 percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2025.
Recommendation for Properties Assessed More Than $250,000 but Less Than $450,000
For real property with an assessed value of more than $250,000, but less than or equal to $450,000, or more than $250,000 but less than or equal to $450,000 per residential unit for cooperative apartments, pursuant to Local Law 24 of 2021, the Banking Commission shall propose an interest rate at least four percentage points per annum greater than the prime rate.
By letter dated May 13, 2025, the Banking Commission recommended to the Council an interest rate of 15 percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2026 to be charged for nonpayment of taxes of real property where the assessed value is more than $250,000, but less than or equal to $450,000, or more than $250,000 but less than or equal to $450,000 per residential unit for cooperative apartments. This would be an increase from the current interest of rate of 9 percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2025.
Recommendation for Properties Assessed More Than $450,000
For real property with an assessed value of more of more than $450,000, or more than $450,000 per residential unit for cooperative apartments, pursuant to section 11-224.1 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York, the Banking Commission shall propose an interest rate at least six percentage points per annum greater than the prime rate.
By letter dated May 13, 2025, the Banking Commission recommended to the Council an interest rate of 18 percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2026 to be charged for nonpayment of taxes of real property where the assessed value is more than $450,000, or more than $450,000 per residential unit for cooperative apartments. This would be an increase from the current interest of rate of 16 percent per annum for Fiscal Year 2025.
Pursuant to section 1519-a(7)(b) of the New York City Charter and section 11-224.1 of the Administrative Code, through these Preconsidered Resolutions, the Council would adopt the rates for non-payment as follows:
· For non-payment of property taxes
· Properties subject to installment payment plans for late payment of property taxes, assessments, or other charges – 2.5%
· Properties with an assessed value of no more than $250,000, or no more than $250,000 per unit for cooperative apartments – 6%
· Properties with an assessed value of more than $250,000 but less than $450,000, or more than $250,000 but less than $450,000 per unit for cooperative apartments – 9%
·  Properties with an assessed value of more than $450,000, or more than $450,000 per unit for cooperative apartments – 16%

e. Real Property Tax Exemptions
Article V of the Private Housing Finance Law
Under section 125 (1)(a-3) of the Private Housing Finance Law (PHFL), the Council may grant an additional tax exemption for any project, other than a project by a mutual redevelopment company, that received a tax exemption pursuant to section 125 (1)(a) of the PHFL, upon the expiration of the tax exemption period. The additional tax exemption period may be for a term of forty years, or until such time as the project is no longer operated under the restrictions and for the purposes set forth in Article V of the PHFL, whichever is sooner. Unless otherwise approved by the Council, the amount of taxes paid by the redevelopment company during such additional exemption period shall not be less than the taxes payable by such company in accordance with the resolution for such redevelopment company that was approved by the Council and that was in effect immediately prior to the expiration of the initial tax exemption period. 
The Board of Estimate adopted a resolution that granted a tax exemption for McKenna Square Apartments on September 16, 1982, pursuant to Section 125(1)(a) of the PHFL. The exemption expired on October 24, 2023. Pursuant to Section 125(1)(a-3), through the following resolution, the Council would approve an additional tax exemption period for McKenna Square Apartments:
·  Preconsidered Res. No. 897, a resolution to approve an exemption from real property taxes for property located at Block 2111, Lot 1; Block 2123, Lots 30 and 38, Manhattan, pursuant to Section 125(1)(a-3) of the Private Housing Finance Law (Preconsidered LU No. 289) (McKenna Square);

Article XI of the Private Housing Finance Law
Under section 577 of the Private Housing Finance Law (hereinafter “section 577”), the Council may exempt the real property in the project of a Housing Development Fund Company from local and municipal taxes including school taxes, other than assessments for local improvements, to the extent of all or part of the value of the property included in the completed project. The tax exemption shall operate and continue for such period as may be provided by such local legislative body, but in no event for a period of more than 40 years, commencing in each instance from the date on which the benefits of such exemption first became available and effective.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  Private Housing Finance Law § 577 (a).] 

In New York City, within 120 days following receipt of a written submission from the supervising agency (HPD) requesting a tax exemption pursuant for real property containing the project of a Housing Development Fund Company, the Council shall approve or disapprove by resolution the requested tax exemption. If the local legislative body fails to take such action within 120 days following receipt of such written submission from such supervising agency, then the tax exemption requested by the supervising agency shall be deemed approved.[footnoteRef:3] [3:  Id. at (d).] 

Pursuant to section 577, through the following resolutions, the Council would approve written requests for tax exemptions received from HPD:
· Preconsidered Res. No. 898, a resolution to approve an exemption from real property taxes for property located at Block 2111, Lot 1; Block 2123, Lots 30 and 38, Manhattan, pursuant to Section 577 of the Private Housing Finance Law (Preconsidered LU No. 290) (McKenna Square);
