A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to denying permits to developers who have repeatedly been found to violate the city’s building codes and zoning laws.
ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends title 26 by adding a new section 26-129.1
BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS:

On May 6, 2008, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Erik Martin Dilan, will conduct a hearing on Int. No. 697, A Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in relation to denying permits to developers who have repeatedly been found to violate the city’s building codes and zoning laws. The sponsors of this legislation are concerned that there are developers who persistently violate the City’s Building Code and the Zoning Resolution but nevertheless receive permits for other projects despite this poor record. The Committee expects to hear testimony from representatives of the Department of Buildings, real estate and construction industry professionals and members of the general public who are concerned with this topic.

Bill section one amends the Administrative Code by adding section 26-129.1 to subchapter one of chapter one (the bill’s title inadvertently omitted the reference to chapter one)  which would confer upon the Commissioner of Buildings the discretion to deny to a developer any permit where the developer has been found to have repeatedly violated the Building Code or the Zoning Resolution and any  applicable rules.

“Developer” is defined to mean “any individual, corporation, limited liability company, or other entity, and anyone on their behalf, with respect to the construction, alteration or demolition of an existing building or structure or the excavation with respect to a new building or structure. 

Bill section two provides that this law would take effect ninety days from enactment but the Commissioner of Buildings would be required to promulgate rules and perform all other actions necessary for implementation prior to such effective date.
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
