         10  ten o'clock, like now.

         11                 So the reason that we're having two

         12  Land Use Committee Meetings today, now and at 10:45,

         13  is because we need to send this over to City

         14  Planning, then we also need to vote on Yankee

         15  Stadium at 10:45 so that that can be ready for the

         16  Stated Meeting. So that is why there's two meetings.

         12  consistent with the low-density scale, to make it in

         13  conformity with the area.

         14                 LU No. 90 is Cayton Place (phonetic),

         15  Bill DeBlasio's district. C050203 ZMK. It's a change

         16  from an R6 to an R7 B. R7 B.
