	Summary of Legislation The proposed legislation would amend the definition of  “fill material” by adding asphalt millings to the list of materials used for land alteration or improvement. Fill material shall mean only clean material consisting of earth, ashes, dirt, concrete, asphalt millings, rock, gravel, stone, or sand, provided that such material shall not contain organic matter having the tendency to decompose with the formation of malodorous by-products.
