On June 11, 2025, the Committee on Governmental Operations, State and Federal Legislation, chaired by Council Member Lincoln Restler, held a vote on Preconsidered SLR 7, State Legislation Resolution requesting the New York State Legislature to pass bills introduced by Senator Rivera, 3815-B, and Assembly Member Dinowitz, A.8810,  “AN ACT to amend the general municipal law, in relation to allowing for certain child beneficiaries to receive accidental death benefits for the duration of their lifetime.” Preconsidered SLR 7 passed with 9 votes in the affirmative, 0 votes in the negative, and 0 abstentions.
