	City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by Flushing Condo Holdings, LLC, pursuant to Sections 197-c and 201 of the New York City Charter for an amendment of the Zoning Map, Section No. 12d: 

1. changing from an M1-2 District to an R7-1 District property bounded by a line 100 feet northerly of Flushing Avenue, Kent Avenue, Flushing Avenue, and a line 90 feet westerly of Kent Avenue; 
2. changing from an M1-2 District to an M1-5 District property bounded by a line 100 feet northerly of Flushing Avenue, a line 90 feet westerly of Kent Avenue, Flushing Avenue, and Classon Avenue; and 
3. establishing within the proposed R7-1 District a C2-4 District bounded by a line 100 feet northerly of Flushing Avenue, Kent Avenue, Flushing Avenue, and a line 90 feet westerly of Kent Avenue;
subject to the conditions of CEQR Declaration E-819.

	City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by Flushing Condo Holdings, LLC, pursuant to Section 201 of the New York City Charter, for an amendment of the Zoning Resolution of the City of New York, modifying APPENDIX F for the purpose of establishing a Mandatory Inclusionary Housing area.


INTENT

	To rezone the project area from an M1-2 zoning district to an M1-5 and R7-1/C2-4 zoning district and amend the zoning text to designate a Mandatory Inclusionary Housing (MIH) area to facilitate the conversion of an eight-story building constituting an increase from approximately 58,000 to 137,500 square feet of commercial floor area, a reduction from approximately 82,000 to 26,000 square feet of community facility floor area, and a reduction of 313 to 86 parking spaces within the Williamsburg neighborhood of Brooklyn, Community District 1.
