establishing within an existing R6 District a C2-2 District bounded by Richmond Terrace, Hamilton Avenue, and Stuyvesant Place;

c)
establishing within an existing R6 District a C2-2 District bounded by Richmond Terrace, Stuyvesant Place, Hamilton Avenue, a line 100 feet west of Stuyvesant Place, a line 100 feet southwest of Richmond Terrace, and Nicholas Street; and

d)
establishing within an existing R5 District a C2-2 District bounded by Richmond Terrace, Nicholas Street, a line 100 feet south of Richmond Terrace, and a line 150 feet west of Nicholas Street;

as shown on a diagram (for illustrative purposes only) dated July 19,1999.
