	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to composting of yard waste.

	Sponsors:
Council Members McMahon, Brewer, Fidler, Gerson, James, Liu, Mendez, Stewart, Mark-Viverito and Foster.  



	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would amend Section 16-308 of the administrative code of the City of New York requiring that all yard waste material be placed out for collection in paper bags or loose in rigid containers. The bill requires that all landscaping and lawn service companies collect and dispose of any yard waste they create at a licensed composting facility.  

Any individual violating this legislation would incur a $25 penalty for the first violation, $50 for the second violation and $100 for the third and subsequent violations. A person committing a fourth and any subsequent violation within a period of six months shall be classified as a persistent violator and shall be liable for a civil penalty of $500 for each violation. 

Any landscaping company that violates this legislation would incur a $250 penalty for the first violation, $1,000 for the second violation within a period of twelve months from the first violation and $2,500 for the third and subsequent violation within a period of twelve months from the first violation. 

 

	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately, except that subdivision g of section 16-308 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by section one of this local law, shall take effect on April 1, 2007, and subdivision h of section 16-308 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as added by section one of this local law shall take effect on October 1, 2008.

	Impact on Revenues:  There will be minimal impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. 



	Impact on Expenditures:  According the Department of Sanitation (DSNY), the impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation will total $650,000 in Fiscal 2007. This cost is for the initial outreach and education ($200,000), and the purchase and distribution of brown paper bags ($450,000). In an effort to promote the composting program and increase participation, DSNY will purchase and distribute five brown paper bags to program participants in Fiscal 2007. However, participants in the program will be required to purchase additional bags at local retailers. DSNY will continue its outreach and education program at an estimated cost of $200,000 in Fiscal 2008.
