Justification:
This bill sets the minimum duration for New York City parking permits for people with permanent disabilities to ten years. Setting the minimum duration at this length will prevent individuals with permanent disabilities from having to deal repeatedly with the burdensome process of medical recertification. It will also help lower administration burden on both applicants and city agencies by limiting the number of permit renewals and reviews. Streamlining this process will allow the City to focus on serving new applicants while making sure that people with permanent disabilities have uninterrupted access.
